Five Factors That Affect the Cost of Teeth Whitening in

Factor # 2) The Duration of the Treatment

determines the cost of teeth whitening. Plus, if you
decide to use kits, remember that the recurring cost of
teeth whitening will add up to a large tab.

Factor # 3) The Location of the Clinic

If you decide to head to a cosmetic dentist, then one of
the factors which determine the cost of teeth whitening is
where he or she is located. If the dentist’s office is in a
posh location, you should expect to pay a good sum of
money. However, that money can ensure you of getting
the best treatment.
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Factor # 4) The Amount Your Insurance Company Will
Pay

Some insurance companies offer concessions on the
cost of teeth whitening, thus you won't have to pay
astronomical prices for the best treatment around.
However, call beforehand and check that your insurance
covers teeth whitening because most cosmetic dental
procedures aren’t usually covered.

Factor # 5) The Equipment and Solutions Used

Whether you're using a kit or heading to a cosmetic
facility, the equipment and solutions used will determine
the cost of teeth whitening. If the kit or doctor uses high
tech equipment and the best whitening solutions, you will
have to pay more for your treatment.

Due to these factors, the cost of teeth whitening can vary.
